Madeira Beach is situated on the Gulf Coast
between St. Petersburg and Clearwater.

Spring
through fall finds lots of snook, trout and ladyfish lurking
around the dock lights at night. 
Running their own missions, offshore anglers have their
pick of numerous natural and manmade hard-bottom struc-
tures. County reefs as close as five miles from John's Pass
and wrecks like the Betty Rose, the Mecca Barge and the
Mexican Pride, along with the Gulfstream Natural Gas
Pipeline (Alabama to Tampa Bay) hold loads of bottom
fish, as well as kingfish, barracuda and amberjack.
