Drawing
from his own memories, including boy-
hood recollections of his father's associa-
tion with Henry Flagler himself, Jim Ponce
recounts the facts and fables of Palm
Beach's illustrious history.
A leisurely walk on the Avenue is not
complete until you explore the many
tropical vias and courtyards designed by
Addison Mizner. There are few things
better in life than a day spent strolling
Worth Avenue under the azure South
Florida sky, the bougainvillea blooming
and a slight breeze off the ocean ruffling
your shopping bags. When you top all this
off with an excellent lunch at one of the
Avenue's fine restaurants, the day is
complete. Palm Beach is, after all, an
international destination for the good life,
the old school, the epitome of impeccable
service and quality.
